	Main topics discussed (please highlight those which have a particular relevance):
1. Ann James (new PCT Chief Exec) confirmed as Chair of the Delivery Board.

2. Agreement from DSP Partners to endorse the proposal developed by Beverley Jones, namely of working with IVAR (Institute of Voluntary Action Research) as part of the National Programme for Third Sector Commissioning, and committing their senior commissioning staff to make the time available to be actively involved in this.  This follows on from two previous Delivery Board decision’s as follows:

a)      Their decision in July 2009 ‘that all DSP partners would review their commissioning procedures to see whether they can more effectively take account of the ‘added value’ which contracting with locally-based VCS organisations can bring.  It was also agreed that training would be offered to appropriate commissioning staff to help them in understanding these issues.’ 
b)       Their decision in September 2009 that ‘All partners were requested to nominate a point of contact who had been briefed about what had been discussed about commissioning and involvement of Voluntary and Community Sector.’
AM circulated list for statutory partners to nominate a senior member of staff from their commissioning team that had been briefed on these issues.

3. Presentation from Assistant Chief Constable, Paul Netherton, re latest plans for tackling domestic abuse, including setting up of new strategic intelligence hub for Safeguarding issues in Devon from 24th Jan which will start with focus on children and then include other vulnerable adults.  Agreed to try and develop a more co-ordinated approach to training for staff with the possibility of DCC making available its training to other partners.  Value of VCS also highlighted.
4. Total Place Pilot – proceeding with ‘No door is the Wrong Door’ – a co-ordinated approach to economic inclusion issues – with Ian Hobbs being lead DCC contact.  Other pilot projects in Torbay and Plymouth.

5. AM reminded county-wide statutory partners re need to pay £1,000 contribution to representation fund.   

6. Devon Futures:  A report on progress was noted and it was agreed the group be asked to continue to hear evidence on other areas to give a more complete picture, to review regularly the effect of action taken as far as it can, challenge the Devon Strategic Partnership when appropriate, and that its work should be embedded within the Community Strategy and the new Partnership Delivery Plan.
7. Local Area Agreement and Future Delivery Plan. A refresh for 2010/11 is underway, and will be agreed by e-mail.  Re future delivery plan, it was agreed there is a good opportunity to shape a tighter local Devon plan with a smaller number of high level priorities and some spatially specific targets. AM highlighted importance of resourcing VCS input to any future DSP Hub.
