There was a good attendance as the workshop combined Delivery Board and Partnership Boards (including leaders and Chief Executives of County, most districts, NHS and leading officers from Police, JC+ and private sector)

The workshop was chaired by John Hart and was intended to help develop closer working relationships, and review future partnership delivery proposals in the light of rapidly changing public policy and a relaxation of many requirements for partnership working. 

The workshop received presentations from 2 strands of forward planning. These focused on a limited number of themes believed to be potentially high priority for Devon Strategic Partnership members. There was discussion on the following round tables. A definitive report from the day is not yet available and it is difficult to be certain of how or if each area will move forward as some further work would be needed to concretise this.
