	Main topics discussed (please highlight those which have a particular relevance):
Delivery Board (shortened meeting):

1. Survey of VCS funding and gathering examples of ‘in-kind’ support.  Partners agreed to continue with this, despite difficulties in gathering information.  

2. Community Engagement Protocol – AM welcomed the direction of travel, but felt it could be much bolder with a view to having a much more co-ordinated approach.  He also highlighted the role of Town and Parish Councils, the importance of community-led plans, and the Communities in Action database.  
3. Total Place Update – Jo Tennant and Ian Hobbs updated on current progress being made in partnership with Plymouth and Torbay.  A Programme Manager is about to be appointed, and an in relation to the ‘No Door is the Wrong Door’  final exclusion work, a systems mapping exercise will be undertaken in Exeter and Honiton over the next few months.  Rebecca Pearse is the VCS rep on the Sponsoring Group.

4. Devon’s refreshed LAA was noted.

5. Youth Unemployment – Andrew Lightfoot highlighted work being done in this area, and it was agreed to focus on this further at a future meeting

Joint Partnership/Delivery Board workshop:

6. Priorities for future of Partnership Delivery Agreement (successor to LAA) were discussed as part of a group exercise.  These included community confidence, capacity and resilience; economy and productivity; climate change; affordable housing and the impact of demographic change.

7. AM/JB stressed the importance of the VCS, and supporting its development, and this was a dominant theme in a number of the different workshop groups, especially in relation to creating stronger and healthier communities.
